Language courses

You may enrol for 1t/2™ year courses pre-arrival. Your
language proficiency will be assessed by the Course
Organiser at the first class, to determine if you are
suitable.

For any 3 year course, you must have completed
two years of University level study of the appropriate
language and culture.

Business Studies

4 completed Business Studies courses at grade B. Review
the Course Finder as specific pre-requisites may apply. It is
not possible to enrol for a 2nd year course that requires the
2nd year course as a pre-requisite for a 3rd year course.

Decision Analytics (BUST10133) requires 4 business
courses including one Finance course at intermediate
level

Entry to 2nd year courses requires one completed
Business Studies course at grade B

3rd year Marketing Strategy (BUST10118) cannot be
taken alongside 2nd year Marketing (BUST08004)

Majority of 1st year Business Studies courses are not
available
