HEALTH INSURANCE 
It is mandatory for students to obtain health insurance. Students 
may obtain their insurance at their home country or through 
Ewha Womans University. 
* Cost of Ewha Collective Insurance: 42,000 KRW per semester and 60,000 KRW 
per year (Fees are subject to change). Additionally, the Ministry of Health and 
Welfare has implemented mandatory National Health Insurance for international 
students starting from March 2021. Students will need to obtain all necessary 
insurance to study in Korea.
