Undergraduate Ievel students may enroII up to 5 courses per semester (30 credits).

Graduate-level (Master) students may enroll up to 2 courses per trimester (12 credits).

All courses are 6 UDLAP Academic units (equivalent to 6 ECTS), which include weekly guided instruction and independent study
hours for the entire duration of the 16-week semester or 10-week trimester. The total duration of each course is 48 guided
hours and 48 independent study hours.

The minimum passing grade at the undergraduate level (Bachelor) is 7.5 on a 0.0-10.0 scale

The minimum passing grade at the Graduate level (Master) is 8.0 on a 0.0-10.0 scale.

At the end of the student’s stay, the International Affairs Office will send the digital official transcript to the student’s home
university.
